The motto: “Leadership and Excellence” expresses the ultimate

responsibility of Army ROTC to the discharge of its moral obligation to

the nation.
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CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

1-1: HISTORY AND PURPOSE:

During our country’s history it has always been our nation’s policy to

have only as large an active Army as necessary to meet immediate

requirements. The Army Reserve and the Army National Guard

create the ability to expand the size of the force in the event of

emergency. The Army trains officers to fill the positions of all three

components: Active Army, Army National Guard, and Army Reserve.

The Army Reserve Officer’s Training Corps (ROTC) in colleges and

universities throughout the United States trains 66% of the officers

earning commissions as second lieutenants each year. Those

officers fill the positions in all three components of the Army, which

make up the total force.

The Reserve Officers’ Training Corps was established immediately

prior to World War I to train college students for positions of

leadership in Active and Reserve Army units. At its inception in 1916,

90,000 cadets were enrolled. Today U.S. Army Cadet Command

trains over 40,000 college students at 270 colleges and universities

throughout the United States, Puerto Rico and Guam. Each year

approximately 4,000 cadets are commissioned through the Army

ROTC program.

The ROTC program at The University of Toledo has a long and proud

tradition. Several groups tried to establish an ROTC program at the

university when World War II interrupted their plans. On 29 January

1947, Dr. Phillip C. Nash, then President of the University, made

formal application to the War Department for an Infantry ROTC unit.

In response to the application, and following an inspection of the

University’s facilities, ROTC was established on 28 May 1947. An

Engineer ROTC unit was organized on 1 April 1951. During

September 1952, the University was selected as one of the units to

be placed under the general ROTC curriculum not dedicated to any

single branch within the Army. This general program is essentially

the one found in all colleges and universities across the nation today.
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The ROTC program currently at The University of Toledo has evolved

over the past 50 plus years, into what is in effect today.

This guide will assist you in maintaining and perpetuating this fine

heritage. Your actions will have a great deal to do with the success

of Army ROTC at The University of Toledo. You have good reason to

be a proud member of the Rocket Battalion.

1-2: THE ARMY ROTC PROGRAM:

a. Objective:

The mission of the Military Science Department is to provide qualified

students the opportunity to earn commissions as second lieutenants

in either the Active Army or Army Reserve forces. In conjunction with

other disciplines, the Department’s mission is the development of

individual character and leadership skills and attributes essential to

officers in the United States Army. To that end, the Department

emphasizes academic excellence, leadership training and

development, pre-commissioning assessment (evaluation of

leadership skills), Army values, and decision-making. These goals

and objectives are attained through classroom instruction, and handson

practical application, on campus and at the ROTC National

Advanced Leader’s Course.

b. Army ROTC Program:

The Army ROTC program is grouped into two sections; the Basic

Course and the Advanced Course. Any UT student may enroll in

military science courses offered in the Basic Course. However, the

Advanced Course is limited to those who have completed the Basic

Course and are seeking commissions. Completing the Military

Science curriculum does not fulfill academic major or minor

requirements; however, all military science courses are considered

electives.
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c. The Four-Year Program:

The four-year Military Science program consists of the Basic Course,

offered to freshmen, and sophomores, and the Advanced Course

offered to selected juniors and seniors.

(1) Basic Course (MS I & MS II)

The Basic Course is open to all students. However, students

applying for Army ROTC scholarships and an Army commission must

be between the ages of 17 and 25. The student must be enrolled at

The University of Toledo and be registered for a minimum of 12

academic hours. ROTC textbooks are provided at no cost to the

student while enrolled in the Basic Course; uniforms are provided on

a case-by-case basis to Basic Course cadets and returned at the end

of each semester.

(2) Advanced Course (MS III & MS IV)

Admission into the Advanced Course is on a competitive basis for

those students who have successfully completed the Basic Course or

to students who have entered the program through the Two-Year

program. Admission criteria include academic achievement,

demonstrated leadership potential, and successful completion of The

National Leaders Course, if in the two-year program, and potential

and suitability for continued development as an officer in the United

States Army. Students must be regular full-time students actively

seeking the Active Army, the Army Reserves, or National Guard

following graduation. While enrolled in the Advanced Course,

students will receive a monthly stipend, free ROTC textbooks, and

temporary issue of uniforms.

1-3: MILITARY CADRE AND STAFF:

a. Professor of Military Science (PMS): The Professor of Military

Science is responsible for the overall conduct of the Army ROTC

program at the University of Toledo. The PMS is the senior Army

Officer and, as such, leads the cadre and cadets of the “Rocket

Battalion”. As the Battalion Commander, the PMS is the first link in

the chain of command for both the cadre and cadets alike. The PMS
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is also the Chairman of the Military Science Department for the

university.

b. Army Instructors: Active Army Officers and Non-

Commissioned Officers are assigned to The University of Toledo

Army ROTC Battalion as instructors and year group advisors. Their

duties are to teach pre-commissioning military subjects and assist in

the development of cadet leadership skills. They also serve as

counselors and mentors, and advise the extracurricular activities

(Pershing Rifles, Ranger Company…). The instructors have served

in a variety of military positions and are great sources of information.

Do not hesitate to consult them.

c. Civilian Staff: There are several civilian staff employees

assigned to the Army ROTC Battalion for the purpose of assisting

with the administration of the ROTC Battalion activities. These

employees perform a number of duties to include: secretarial duties,

records management, financial management, recruiting and

enrollment assistance, computer data management, scholarship

management, supply accountability and property management. Do

not hesitate to seek their advice as well, they too are professionals

and take pride in providing excellent customer service.

d. The Chain of Command:

Each cadet is responsible to two separate and distinct chains of

command. The first is the Army chain of command that starts at the

instructor/advisor level. This chain is used for all matters concerning

academics, scheduling, scholarships, military matters, etc… This

chain contains no Cadet Battalion members. The Professor of

Military Science is the second level in the chain of command. Most

problems, issues, and concerns will be resolved at this level, if not

resolved at the instructor level. From this point it flows to the

Commander, 2nd Brigade, then Commander, 2nd Region (ROTC),

Commander, U.S. Army Cadet Command located at Fort Monroe,

Virginia; Commander, Training and Doctrine (TRADOC); Chief of

Staff of the Army; The Secretary of Defense, and finally The

President of the United States.
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The second chain of command concerns the Corps of Cadets and is

both formal and informal. The chain begins with each cadet squad

leader and flows in order, to the cadet’s platoon leader, company

commander, and culminates with the Cadet Battalion Commander.

This chain is primarily used for student information flow for battalion

activities and as a tool to replicate the actual Army Chain of

Command. Formal inquiries from students may begin in this chain

and move to the formal military chain of command. The Cadet

Battalion Commander is directly responsible to the Professor of

Military Science for all that the Corps of Cadets accomplish or fails to

accomplish.
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CHAPTER 2

ARMY ROTC CADETS STANDARDS

2-1: STANDARDS OF CONDUCT:

a. The Army requires professional leaders who have high

standards, possess great skills in their roles, tactically and technically

proficient, and are willing to study and learn to achieve their full

potential. Being a military leader has always a challenging,

demanding, and rewarding job because of high standards and

responsibilities involved. Hence, it is imperative that cadets also

adhere to high standards in preparation for their future service as

Army officers entrusted with special trust and confidence.

b. To meet the future leadership challenges, cadets must

develop traits, which are characteristic of good officership. The

seven Army values and 16 leadership dimensions are briefly

described below and will guide you throughout your career and will

serve as a standard for development throughout your training as a

cadet.

2-2: ARMY VALUES:

Loyalty: Establishes the correct ordering of our obligations and

commitments, starting with the Constitution, then the Army, unit,

family and friends, and finally the self, in that order.

Duty: Is the sum total of all laws and rules that make up our

organizational, civic, and moral obligations. Our values require all

members of the Army to fulfill their obligations, at a minimum.

Respect: Is having a regard for the dignity of other human beings. It

is compassion, consideration of others and fairness.

Selfless Service: Defined as putting the welfare of the nation and this

organization before that of the individual. While the focus is on

service to the nation, the idea also requires that the person properly

takes care of family and self.
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Honor: Is the will to adhere to all the other values, not for the sake of

protecting one’s reputation, but because it is the right thing to do.

Integrity: Encompasses the sum total of a person’s set of values, his

or her private moral code.

Personal Courage: Is the virtue that enables us to face fear, danger,

or adversity, whether in physical or moral contexts. It also includes

the notions of taking responsibility for decisions or actions and the

ability to confront new ideas or to change.

2-3 LEADERSHIP DIMENSIONS:

ATTRIBUTES: Fundamental qualities and characteristics

Mental: The intellectual aptitude (the capacity for learning).

These attributes include will, self-discipline, initiative, judgment,

confidence and intelligence. Leaders are also expected to display

cultural sensitivity, or a tolerance for diversity.

Physical: Leaders demonstrate the physical attribute by their

health, physical fitness and military/professional bearing. Leaders

must have the stamina to fight and win successive battles with

reduced rest and recovery time. One shows good

military/professional bearing by maintaining Army standards of

appearance, manner, and courtesy.

Emotional: Is defined as self-control, balance and stability.

Emotions are at the center of our aptitude for living. A leader must

have the ability to exercise self-control, to balance emotion with

competing demands, and to remain stable in the face of adversity.

SKILLS: Skill development is a part of self-development

Interpersonal: The is the leader’s ability to communicate,

counsel, teach, motivate, listen, supervise, team build, persuade,

build interdependence, and mediate conflict.
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Conceptual: This includes critical (careful, deliberate) reasoning,

moral reasoning, judging, taking or gaining perspective, and problem

solving.

Technical: Includes handling, tending, setting up, controlling,

operating or employing equipment, training, and maintaining.

Tactical: Is the combination of skills with people, ideas and

things, applied to train for and fight and win wars. It includes having

the ability to put into practice the tactics, techniques and procedures

of Army doctrine on war fighting.

ACTIONS:

INFLUENCING: Method of reaching goals while

operating/improving

Communicating: Expressing oneself effectively, clearly and

concisely in individual and group situations either orally or in writing,

whether or not given much time to prepare. This includes use of

proper grammar, gestures, and nonverbal communications.

Decision Making: Reach sound, logical conclusions based on

thorough analysis of factual information and prudent assumptions,

and then commit people and units to take appropriate actions based

on those conclusions.

Motivating: Understand and use an individual’s wants and needs

to influence how the individual thinks and what he/she does.

Motivating entails using appropriate incentives and methods that

reinforce individuals or groups as they work toward accomplishing

tasks or toward resolving conflicts or disagreements. Motivating

involves empowering subordinate leaders to achieve organizational

goals and properly rewarding their efforts as they achieve the goals.

OPERATING: Short term mission accomplishment

Planning: Establish course of action for people and units to

accomplish goals, to include setting priorities, making appropriate

allocations of time and resources, and assigning specific tasks to
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subordinates. Developing plans that are executable, feasible. and

acceptable.

Executing: Ensure that individual and/or units can and do

complete assigned tasks according to specified standards and within

certain time or event criteria. Executing includes supervising, which

means establishing procedures for monitoring and regulating

processes, tasks, or activities. Executing also means taking action to

monitor and influence the results of delegating tasks or projects; and

coordinating actions and activities of subordinates, fulfilling duty

requirements and responsibilities.

Assessing: Conduct in-progress and after action reviews to

determine how well goals are being accomplished; identify areas to

sustain or improve. Judge work in progress based on appropriate

standards.

IMPROVING: Long term improvement in the Army, its people and

organizations

Developing: Expand and enhance the competence and selfconfidence

of subordinates through role modeling and/or training and

developmental activities related to their current or future duties.

Building: Enhance the corporate performance of the unit; show

commitment to the achievement of group or organizational goals;

strive for and positively reinforce timely and effective discharge of

duties; promote working effectively with others; promote compliance

with the active support of organizational goals, rules and policies.

Learning: Willingly test experience, examine and challenge how

individuals and organizations do things; apply lessons identified both

during the assessment of current activities and from earlier

experience in other activities; transform lessons into knowledge so

that individuals and organizations will adopt change and perform

better in the future.
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2-4 STANDARDS OF MILITARY COURTESY:

1. General: The observance of certain forms of military courtesy

is expected of all ROTC cadets. Courtesy is the expression of

consideration for others and is shown at all times. The courtesy

shown is in recognition of the responsibility and authority of his/her

position. The practice of rendering courtesies marks the trained and

disciplined person and develops a respectful and self-confident

bearing which is an asset in military and civilian life.

2. Saluting: ROTC cadets in uniform will salute all officers of the

Armed Forces in uniform. Also, as a matter of training, ROTC cadets

in uniform will exchange salutes with cadet officers (the subordinate,

according to the cadet rank, saluting first). In this connection, it is

particularly important that student officers and noncommissioned

officers set the proper example for the basic course cadets. Make

the corrections to saluting and other courtesies in a professional

manner, and at no time should there be demeaning corrections of

basic course cadets or any other cadet. The advance course cadets

need to practice their skills of influencing others in a professional

manner without yelling, screaming or otherwise taking away the

dignity of cadets and embarrassing them. When executing the hand

salute to Armed Forces officers and cadet officers, the cadet will give

the greeting of the day (i.e. Good Morning Sir) or the Battalion motto

(i.e. Rockets Lead the Way), and the officer will respond with the

proper response (i.e. All the Way)

3. Courtesies:

a. To the National Colors and the National Anthem:

In uniform: Cadets or military personnel when not in a

military formation will render the hand salute:

o At the first note of the National Anthem.

o Individuals face toward the music or the National

Colors

o Hold the salute from the first to the last note.

When indoors, in uniform and uncovered:
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o Individuals will stand at attention.

When not in uniform and outdoors:

o The courtesy to the National Anthem and Colors is

rendered by standing at attention.

o Remove any headgear and hold it in the left hand.

o Place the right hand over the left breast.

b. Commissioned and Non-Commissioned Officers:

Every member of the Army has a military rank or title. It is

mandatory and therefore appropriate to use the person’s title in

conversation. When addressing an Officer:

o The individual will be addressed by either “Sir” or

their rank (i.e. Lieutenant, Captain or Colonel etc)

o The junior person will stand at the position of

attention, until given the command of “at ease”

When addressing a Non-Commissioned Officer:

o The NCO will be addressed as Sergeant, First

Sergeant, or Sergeants Major).

o The junior person will stand at the position of parade

rest, until given the command of “at ease”

c. Proper speech etiquette:

When speaking to persons of higher grade, use proper

speech and titles and avoid using slang expressions, for example:

o Yeah, ya or yep

o Nope, nah

o Uh or uh ha

o Hey man, yeah man

Always use proper and professional titles and speech, for

example:
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o Yes Sir, No sir etc…

o Yes Sergeant, No Master Sergeant etc…

2-5 ACADEMIC STANDARDS:

1. Basic Course (Non-Scholarship): There are no ROTC

imposed minimum academic standards for non-contracted students

to remain enrolled in the ROTC Basic Course of ROTC.

2. Advanced Course and all Scholarship Cadets: Academic

standards for contract cadets to include 4-year and 3-year AD

scholarship winners and Advanced Course cadets are as follows:

a. Be a full time college student (minimum 12 credit hours

per semester) working toward an undergraduate degree and 9 credit

hours towards a graduate degree.

b. Maintain at least a 2.0 cumulative GPA

c. Successfully pass all academic courses each semester.

d. Maintain a cumulative ROTC GPA of 2.5.

e. Inform the PMS before withdrawing from or dropping a

class.

3. Academic Probation:

a. A cadet’s first priority is academics. Extracurricular

participation in ROTC activities, which adversely affects academic

proficiency, will not be sanctioned. Probation is considered a

warning. All cadet enrollments and benefits will continue during the

probation period.

b. Cadets will be placed on academic probation if:

o Semester GPA and/or cumulative GPA falls below 2.0.

o Failure in one or more subjects during an academic

semester.
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o Failure to maintain full-time academic status as

determined by the university.

o Failure to progress towards a degree in the scheduled

time without sufficient justification.

o Failure to maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.5 in ROTC

for scholarship cadets.

c. Generally, the Professor of Military Science approves the

first and second probation; the Region Commander

approves third probation.

d. Leave of Absence (LOA): is that status which suspends

financial assistance (scholarship) and subsistence

allowance, however does not affect the period of the

scholarship or benefits authorized.

o Cadets on LOA will not be allowed to participate in

ROTC training or military science class and will not be

required to attend formations, drills, APFT’s or other

ROTC activities.

o These cadets will not receive commissioning credit for

the period while on LOA.

o The PMS may authorize the LOA for the following

reasons:

Cadet needs more than the normal required time to

devote to studies to complete degree requirements.

The normal period for degree requirements is

extended because of minor academic difficulties.

Medical reasons (illness, pregnancy, injury or

convalescence from illness).

4. Professional Military Education Requirements: In addition to

the MS I-IV courses, all cadets seeking commissions must

demonstrate proficiency in four other areas:

o American Military History

o Computer literacy

o Communication (written & oral)

o Awareness of joint forces structure, capabilities and

organizations.
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To that end, all cadets must:

o Satisfactorily complete a course in American Military

History (during the MS IV year).

o Demonstrate proficiency in computer literacy in a

course approved by the PMS.

o Demonstrate proficiency in written and oral

communication in a course approved by the PMS.

See your advisor (Military Science Instructor) on the specific

requirements of these course offerings.

2-6 PHYSICAL FITNESS STANDARDS:

1. Physical fitness is a key element of leadership. While

meeting the Army’s physical fitness standards is an individual

responsibility, the Rocket Battalion conducts physical fitness training

at least three days each week.

2. As part of the cadets’ leadership development, PT guidance is

provided by the PMS, and the cadets plan and execute each PT

session.

3. The goal of each cadet is to earn a maximum score (300

points) on the Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT).

a. Basic Course Cadets: Four-year and 3-year AD cadets

must attend each unit physical fitness sessions. Other basic course

cadets are encouraged to attend PT sessions.

b. Advanced Course Cadets: By the end of their MS III

year, the cadet must meet the same requirement of the Army Weight

Control Program and the Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT) as are

required of active duty soldiers. These then become continuous

requirements for each cadet until commissioning.

c. As a minimum, a passing score on the APFT is 60 points

in each event, on the individuals’ age group, in each of the three

events (push-up, sit-up and 2-mile run).

CORPS OF CADETS

3-1 PURPOSE:

The purpose of the Rocket Battalion Corps of Cadets is to

promote military discipline and to teach the fundamentals of Army

officership as it relates to discipline, responsibility and training.

3-2 ORGANIZATION:

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The Corps of Cadets (Rocket Battalion) is organized into an

Army ROTC Battalion. The cadet battalion consists of a

headquarters element and two cadet companies.

1. Battalion Headquarters: This element is comprised entirely of

MS IV cadets serving in the principle positions relating to Battalion

Command and Staff elements. These positions include:

Cadet Battalion Commander

Cadet Battalion Executive Officer

Cadet Battalion S-1 (Personnel)

Cadet Battalion S-2 (Intelligence)

Cadet Battalion S-3 (Operations)

Cadet Battalion TAC Officer

Cadet Battalion S-4 (Supply)

Cadet Battalion S-5 (Marketing and Public Affairs)

Cadet Battalion Command Sergeant Major

2. Cadet Company: This element consists of 2-4 platoons

depending on the number of cadets in each school year.

3. Extracurricular Organizations: These elements are organized

as companies and involve extracurricular activities for interested

cadets. The organizations are the Pershing Rifles and the Ranger

Company.

a. Pershing Rifles: The Pershing Rifles is a military society

for ROTC students. Application is made for membership during

freshman or sophomore year. The purposes of Pershing Rifles are to

encourage, preserve, and develop the highest ideals of the military

profession to promote American citizenship.

b. Ranger Company: The Ranger Company is a volunteer

ROTC extracurricular activity that is designed to provide advanced

tactical training and reinforce leadership development utilizing

confident team building exercises. Applicants must successfully

complete all required training prior to certification in the Ranger

Company. Members of the Ranger Company may be selected to

compete in a Regional Ranger Challenge Competition, which is the

varsity intercollegiate military skills competition.
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3-3 CADET BATTALION POSITION DESCRIPTIONS:

1. Cadet Battalion Commander (Cadet Lieutenant Colonel):

Commands the Cadet Battalion and supervises all Cadet

Battalion activities to include:

o Field Training Exercises

o Pre-National Advanced Leaders Course Training

o Drill and Ceremonies

Represents the Battalion in community and university functions.

The senior MS IV holds this position.

2. Cadet Battalion Executive Officer (Cadet Major):

Assists the Cadet Battalion Commander and represents the

Battalion Commander in his absence, and supervises the Cadet Staff.

An MS IV holds this position.

3. Cadet Battalion Sergeant Major (Cadet CSM):

Responsible for the overall conduct and coordination of

leadership labs, and joint service activities. This cadet is the direct

representative of the basic course cadets to the Cadet Battalion

Commander on issues that involve them. This cadet also coordinates

closely with the Commandant of Cadets (Cadre MSG) to ensure that

the facilities and cadets are being taken care of. The cadet that fills

this position is the most deserving MS II.

4. Cadet Battalion S-1 (Cadet Captain):

Maintains records on cadet activities and training to include afteraction

reports (AARs). An MS IV holds this position. Maintains

reports of battalion activities to include:

o By name rosters of attendance

o Personnel accountability for all PT sessions and leadership

labs

o Phone roster of all cadets
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5. Cadet Battalion S-2 (Cadet Captain):

Provides real world information of national and international

incidents so they can understand what is going on in the world. This

way all cadets gain a better understanding of the purpose and

severity of what the U.S. Army is doing in the world. An MS IV holds

this position.

6. Cadet Battalion S-3 (Cadet Major):

Prepare training schedules operations plans and operations

orders for cadet training activities. Supervises cadet training

program, ceremonies, FTXs, and other training events. The S-3 also

prepares and runs the cadet staff meetings. An MS IV holds this

position.

7. Cadet Tactical Officer (Cadet Major):

Prepares the leadership evaluation rosters for all the MS III’s and

the TACs. Responsible for and maintains the collection of all

evaluations and posting of the evaluations in the cadets records.

This cadet works closely with the MS III instructor. An MS IV holds

this position.

8. Cadet Battalion S-4 (Cadet Captain):

Secures the resources required for cadet training activities,

ceremonies, trips, and morale/welfare events. Coordinates with the

S-3 to determine all logistics requirements for cadet activities and

ensures 100% property and accountability. An MS IV holds this

position.

9. Cadet Battalion S-5 (Cadet Captain):

Supervises Cadet Battalion marketing activities in coordination

with the Cadre Marketing and Scholarship Officer. Assists in

publicizing the ROTC program throughout the University and the local

community. Prepares speeches for the Cadet Battalion Commander

and is editor of the Cadet Newsletter. Responsible for the
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coordination and maintenance of the Cadet Marketing Incentive

Program.

3-4 CADET RANK STRUCTURE:

The Corps Of Cadets is also organized by cadet rank. Generally,

the MS IV’s and MS III’s hold the rank of cadet officers. Most of the

MS II’s hold the ranks of Non-Commissioned Officers. Cadet officers

and non-commissioned officers will exercise authority of their rank

during all ROTC related activities to include:

o Leadership Labs

o Classroom activities

o Field Training Exercises

o Ceremonies

They are responsible to correct any and all deficiencies noted in

cadets of lesser rank. These corrections will be accomplished in a

professional manner with respectful behavior under the supervision of

cadre members.
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CHAPTER 4

WEARING OF THE U.S. ARMY UNIFORM

PART 1

4-1 PURPOSE:

This chapter prescribes the authorization for wear, composition,

and classification of uniforms and occasions for wear for all personal,

optional, and commonly worn organizational Army uniforms. This

chapter also prescribes the awards, insignia, and accoutrements

authorized for wear on the uniform, and how these items will be worn.

4-2 GENERAL:

The Army ROTC uniform is, with certain exception, identical to

the uniform worn by Active Army personnel. Therefore each cadet

that puts on the uniform for whatever training event must adhere to

the regulations covering the wear and appearance of the uniform.

1. All contracted cadets are issued the required uniforms and will

be required to wear certain uniforms during the various training and

social functions that they will be involved in.

2. All non-contracted cadets will be issued field uniforms for

specific training exercises. Non-contracted cadets will be issued the

Class-A uniform on a case-by-case basis.

3. Due to the lack of graphics for cadet rank and insignia in the

figures, the following will be explained when describing the placement

of said insignia:

o For Officers - The U.S. insignia represents the ROTC

insignia

o For Enlisted - The U.S. insignia with disk represents the

Torch of Knowledge with disk.

4. All ROTC cadets that have been on active duty will wear their

active duty awards and decorations. At no time will active duty
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awards and decorations be mixed with ROTC ribbons. The cadet will

wear one or the other.

4-3 PERSONAL APPEARANCE:

1. General: The Army and ROTC is a uniformed service where

discipline is judged by the manner in which the individual wears the

uniform as prescribed. Therefore, a neat and well-groomed

appearance by cadets is fundamental to the Army and ROTC and

contributes to building pride and esprit essential to an effective unit.

A vital ingredient of the ROTC’s strength and military effectiveness is

the pride and self-discipline that ROTC cadets bring to their service.

It is the responsibility of the ROTC cadre and cadet leadership to

ensure that cadets under their command present a neat and

professional appearance. It is the duty of all cadets to take pride in

their appearance at all times. Physical fitness and acceptable weight

standards are also factors in personal appearance.

2. Exceptions to appearance standards based on religious

practices.

a. Subject to temporary revocation due to health, safety, or

mission requirements, soldiers may wear:

(1) Religious apparel, articles, and jewelry that are not

visible or apparent. “Religious apparel” is defined as articles of

clothing worn as part of the observance of the religious faith practiced

by the cadet.

(2) Visible or apparent religious articles, symbols, and

jewelry under the same circumstances as authorized for nonreligious

reasons. Hair and grooming practices are governed by paragraph

4-4 (1) of this chapter.

b. Cadets may wear an item of religious apparel while

wearing the Army uniforms, except when wearing the item would

interfere with performance of the cadet’s duties, or when it is not

“neat and conservative”.
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c. The Professor of Military Science determines what is meant

by “neat and conservative”, only for operational and safety reasons.

The PMS may place reasonable limits on the wear of non-subdued

items.

4-4 HAIR AND FINGERNAIL STANDARDS AND GROOMING

POLICY:

1. Hair:

a. General: There are many hairstyles that are acceptable in

the Army. So long as the cadet’s hair is kept in a neat, clean manner,

the acceptability of the style will be judged solely by the criteria

described below. Extreme or fad style haircuts or hairstyles are not

authorized. If dyes, tints, or bleaches used, colors used must be

natural to human hair and not present an extreme appearance.

Prohibited hair dyes include purple, blue, pink, green, orange, bright

fire engine red, and neon colors. Lines or designs will not be cut into

the hair or scalp. Styles of hair and texture differ among the different

ethnic groups and these differences affect the length and bulk of hair

as well as the style worn by each cadet. Haircuts, without reference

to style, will conform to the following standards:

b. Male:

(1) The hair on the top of the head will be neatly groomed.

The length and bulk of the hair will not be excessive or present a

ragged, unkempt appearance. Hair will present a tapered

appearance and when combed will not fall over the ears or eyebrows

or touch the collar except the closely cut hair at the back of the neck.

The block cut fullness in the back is permitted in moderate degree as

long as the tapered look is maintained. In all cases, the bulk or

length of hair will not interfere with the normal wear of headgear.

(2) Sideburns will be neatly trimmed. The base will not be

flared and will be clean-shaven, horizontal lines. Sideburns will not

extend below the lowest part of the exterior ear opening.

(3) The face will be clean-shaven, except moustaches are

permitted. If a moustache is worn, it will be kept neatly trimmed,

tapered, and tidy and will not present a chopped-off appearance.

c. Female:

(1) Hair will be neatly groomed. The length and bulk of

the hair will not be excessive or present a ragged, unkempt, or

extreme appearance. Hair will not fall over the eyebrows or extend

below the bottom edge of the collar. Braids and cornrows are

authorized. Hairstyles will not interfere with proper wearing of military

headgear.

(2) Hair holding ornaments (such as but not limited to,

barrettes, pins, clips, bands), if used, must be adorned and plain and

must be transparent or similar in color to the hair, and will be

inconspicuously placed. Beads or similar ornamental items are not

authorized.

(3) Cosmetics. Female cadets are authorized to wear

cosmetics applied conservatively (as determined by the PMS) and in

good taste. Exaggerated or faddish cosmetic styles are inappropriate

with the uniform and will not be worn. Lipstick and nail polish may be

worn with all uniforms as long as the color is conservative and

compliments the uniform. Extreme shades of lipstick and nail polish

such as two-tone, nail designs, bright fire engine red, khaki,

camouflage, gold, blue, black, white and neon colors will be worn.

(4) Fingernails. Nails will be trimmed no longer than ¼

inch, as measured from the fingertip.

No portion of the moustache will cover

the upper lip or extend sideways beyond

a vertical line drawn upward from the

corner of the mouth. (See figure 4-1).

Handlebar moustaches, goatees, and

beards are not authorized. If appropriate

medical authority prescribes beard

growth, the length required for medical

treatment will also be specified.

(4) Baldness is authorized, either

natural or shaved.

(5) Fingernails must be trimmed no

longer than the tip of the finger, with no

nail polish.
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2. Hygiene and body grooming. Cadets are expected to

maintain good daily hygiene and wear their uniforms so as not to

detract from the overall military appearance. Tattooing in the areas of

the body, (i.e. face, legs) that would cause the tattoo to be exposed

while in the Class A uniform from a soldierly appearance are not

authorized.

3. Contacts: Tinted or colored contacts, and contacts that

change the shape of the iris are prohibited, as they are not medically

required. The only contacts authorized are opaque lenses and clear

corrective vision lenses.

4-5 UNIFORM AND APPEARANCE FIT:

1. Appearance: All personnel will maintain a high standard of

dress and appearance. Uniforms will be properly fitted (trousers,

pants, or skirts should not fit tightly), clean, serviceable, and pressed

as necessary. Personnel must project a military image that leaves no

doubt that they live by a common standard and are responsible to

military order and discipline.

a. Personnel will ensure that when articles are carried in

pockets, that they do not protrude from the pocket or present a bulky

appearance.

b. Keys and key chains will not be attached to belt loops.

c. When in uniform, personnel will not place their hands in

the pockets except momentarily to place or retrieve objects.

d. Uniforms will be kept buttoned, zipped, and snapped;

metallic devices such as metal insignia, belt buckles, and belt tips will

be kept in proper luster and will be free of scratches and corrosion;

medals and ribbons will be clean and not frayed.

e. Shoes and boots will be cleaned and shined and trousers

will not be bloused no lower than the third eyelet from the top of the

boot.

f. Cell phone and pagers: One electronic device is

authorized for wear on the uniform, for official duties; may be either a

cell phone or pager - not both; must be black in color and may not

exceed 4x2x1 inches; other devices that do not comply must be

carried, not worn.

g. Hydration systems: The PMS can authorize the use of a

camouflage, black or green hydration system (camelbak) for field duty
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or work details; cadets will not use them in garrison unless directed

by the PMS.

2. Fit:

a. Uniform coats and jackets (male & female): The sleeve

length will be I inch below the bottom of the wrist bone.

b. Trousers and slacks: Trousers are to be fitted and worn

with the lower edge of the waistband at the top of the hipbone, plus or

minus ½ inch. The front crease of the trousers will reach the top of

the instep and be cut on a diagonal line to reach a point

approximately midway between the top of the heel and the top of the

standard shoe in the back. The slacks may have a slight break in the

front.

c. Knee-high skirts and dresses: Skirt and dress lengths will

not be more than 1 inch above or 2 inches below the crease in the

back of the knee.

d. Long sleeve shirts: The sleeve length will extend to the

center of the wrist bone.

e. Other: Appropriate undergarments will be worn with all

uniforms.

4-6 WHEN WEARING THE ARMY UNIFORM IS REQUIRED AND

PROHIBITED:

1. The Army uniform will be worn by cadets IAW 4-2 (1) & (2) of

this chapter.

2. The wear of the Army uniform is prohibited:

a. In connection with the furtherance of any political or

commercial interests or when engaged in off-duty civilian

employment.

b. When participating in public speeches, interviews, picket

lines, marches, rallies, or public demonstrations, except as authorized

by the PMS.

c. When attending any meeting or event which is a function

of, or is sponsored by, an extremist organization.

d. When wearing the uniform would bring discredit upon the

Army.
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3. Headgear will be worn with the Army uniform except under

the following circumstances:

a. Headgear is not required to be worn while in/on a

privately own vehicle (POV).

b. Headgear will not be worn indoors unless under arms or

in an official capacity or directed by the PMS (i.e. indoor ceremonial

activities).

c. Headgear is not required to be worn to evening social

events when wearing the Army dress green, blue, or white uniform

when the white long sleeve shirt and bow tie is worn for males and

females wear the necktie.

d. When not worn, headgear will be carried. Headgear will

not be attached or hung from the belt.

4-7 UNIFORMITY OF MATERIAL:

1. When an option to choose among fabrics authorized for

uniforms is exercised, individuals must ensure that all outer garments

are made of the same material (i.e. temperate and hot weather BDUs

and their respective headgear).

4-8 WEARING OF JEWELRY:

1. The wearing of a wrist watch, medical alert, or POW/MIA ID

bracelet (only one item per wrist), and not more than two rings

(wedding set is considered one ring) is authorized with Army uniforms

unless prohibited for safety, as long as the style is conservative and

in good taste.

2. No jewelry, watch chains, or similar items, to include pens and

pencils will appear exposed on uniforms. Authorized exceptions are

a conservative tie tack or tie clasp, which may be worn with the black

four-in-hand necktie.

3. Female cadets are authorized optional wear of screw on, clip

on, or post type earrings with the service and dress uniforms.

Earrings will not be worn with utility, field or physical fitness uniforms.

Earrings will not exceed 6mm or ¼ inch in diameter. They will be of

gold, silver, and white pearl, or diamond; unadorned and spherical.
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When worn, earrings will fit snugly against the ear and will be worn as

a matched pair with only one earring per ear lobe.

a. Male cadets are not authorized to wear any type of

earring when in uniform or when wearing civilian clothing performing

any duties for the battalion.

b. At no time will any cadet wear any other type of body

piercing while in uniform, either dress, utility, or PT.

4-9 WEARING OF EYEGLASSES:

1. Conservative civilian prescription eyeglasses are authorized

for wear.

2. Conservative prescription and nonprescription sunglasses are

authorized for wear when in a garrison environment except when in

formation and while indoors.

3. Eyeglasses or sunglasses that are faddish or have lenses and

frames with initials or other adornments are not authorized for wear.

Lenses that are so large as to detract from appearance of the uniform

will not be worn.

PART 2

4-10 TEMPERATE AND HOT WEATHER BATTLE DRESS

UNIFORMS:

1. Authorization for wear: The temperate and hot weather battle

dress uniforms (BDUs) are authorized for year-round wear by all

personnel when prescribed by the PMS.

2. Types of utility uniforms:

a. Coat, cold weather, woodland camouflage pattern (Field

jacket)

b. Hot weather coat and trousers (HWBDU)

c. Temperate coat and trousers (TBDU)

d. Cap, woodland camouflage pattern, hot weather and

temperate (BDU cap)
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3. Accessories: The following accessories are normally worn

with these uniforms:

a. Belt, web with-open faced black buckle.

b. Boots, combat, leather black

c. Gloves, black leather shell with inserts

d. Handbags (Female only)

e. Headgear

f. Scarf, olive green

g. Socks, olive green/black cushion sole

h. Undergarments

i. Undershirt, brown

4. Insignia and accouterments: Insignia and accoutrements

authorized for wear with these uniforms are:

a. Badges (Subdued)

(1) Combat and special skill badges (pin on or

embroidered)

(2) Special skill tabs

(3) Subdued identification badges

(4) Branch insignia

(5) Grade insignia

(6) Headgear insignia

(7) Subdued shoulder sleeve insignia (Leadership

Excellence)

(8) Subdued shoulder sleeve insignia, former wartime

service

(9) University of Toledo Patch

(10) Name and U.S. Army tapes

4-11 GENERAL GUIDELINES:

1. These uniforms are designed to be loose fitting. The coat will

be worn outside of the trousers, and the trousers will be worn with the

black web belt with open face buckle. The coat will not extend below

the top of the cargo pocket on the pants and not higher that the

bottom of the side pocket on the pants. The trousers will be worn

bloused using the draw cords or blousing rubbers if the trousers are

not tucked into the boots. The PMS may require these uniforms to be

pressed for those special occasions when appearance should be
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especially sharp such as parades, reviews, inspections, or other

ceremonial occasions. When sleeves are worn rolled up, the

camouflage pattern will remain exposed. The sleeves will be rolled

neatly above the elbow but no more than 3 inches above the elbow.

(See figure 4-3). The hot weather and temperate uniforms will not be

intermixed.

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2. The BDU cap is the basic headgear for these uniforms (See

figure 4-4). The BDU cap will be worn straight on the head so that

the cap band creates a straight line around the head parallel to the

ground. The cap will be worn so that no hair will be visible on the

forehead. The cap will not be blocke d o r r o l l e d . S MP Cadets are

authorized to wear organizational be r e t s only when performing duties

with their units. Cadet Officers will wear nonsubdued insignia of

grade, centered on the BDU cap and organizational beret in a

garrison environment. Cadet Officers will wear subdued insignia of

grade in a tactical environment. Cadet Enlisted personnel will wear

subdued insignia of grade, centered on utility and organizational

headgear.

4-12 PHYSICAL FITNESS UNIFORM & IMPROVED PHYSICAL

FITNESS UNIFORM:

1. Authorization for wear: All ROTC personnel are authorized

the physical fitness and improved physical fitness uniforms (See

figure 4-6) for year-round wear.

2. Composition:

a. Components of the physical fitness uniform:

(1) T-shirt, athletic, gray

(2) Trunks, general purpose, gray

(3) Sweat pants, gray

(4) Sweat shirt, hooded, gray with zipper

b. Components of the Improved physical fitness uniform

(1) T-shirt, IPFU, short sleeve, gray

(2) Shirt, IPFU, long sleeve, turtle neck, gray

(3) Trunks, IPFU, general purpose, black

(4) Sweatpants, IPFU, black

(5) Jacket, IPFU, black with zipper

3. Accessories:

The woodland camouflage cold

weather coat (Field jacket) may be

worn with all the utility uniforms (See

figure 4-5). The olive green scarf

and black leather glove shells not

required to be worn when wearing

the cold weather coat (Field jacket).

Coats will be worn buttoned and

zipped. Female cadets may carry

handbags with these uniforms only

while in a garrison environment.
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(1) Cap, knit, navy blue or black

(3) Socks, mid-calf or ankle, athletic, white, with no logos

(4) Gloves, black shell with inserts

(5) Long underwear and similar items, but concealed from

view by the outer garments

(6) Commercially purchased gray or black biking shorts or

equivalent to be worn under the shorts. The length of the biking

shorts must end above the knee or higher. The commercial items

should not bear obtrusive markings or patterns

4. Occasions for wear: The PFU and IPFU may be worn on and

off duty when authorized by the PMS when engaged in physical

training both on and off campus. This uniform may be worn in transit

betweens the individual’s quarters and the armory. Cadets may wear

all or part of the uniform at their discretion when not on campus.

5. General guidelines: The only insignia authorized for wear on

the PFU and IPFU is the physical fitness badge (See figure 4-7).

When the physical fitness badge is worn, it will be placed on the

upper left front side of the PFU/IPFU T-shirts and/or sweatshirt or

Jacket.

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PART 3 4-13 ARMY GREEN SERVICE UNIFORM (Male):

1. Authorization for wear: The class A and B Army green

uniform are authorized for year-round wear by all male personnel.

The class A uniform with white shirt and bow tie is an optional dress

uniform for all male personnel.

2. Composition:

a. The Army class A green uniform (See figure 4-9) is composed of

the Army green trousers and AG 415 short or long

sleeve shirt and a black four-in-hand necktie.

b. The Army class B green uniform (See figure 4-10a & b) is

composed of the Army green trousers and AG 415 short or long

sleeve shirt. If the long sleeve shirt is worn it will always be worn with

the four-in-hand black necktie.

3. Classification: The Army green uniform can also be

classified as an optional dress uniform for all cadets when worn with

a white shirt and black bow tie for social events after retreat.

4-14 HEADGEAR:

1. Garrison Cap: (See figure 4-8) Will be worn by all cadets

with Class A and B uniforms, unless authorized to wear the

organizational beret (See figure 4-4).

2. Proper wear position: The garrison cap will be worn with the

front vertical crease of the cap centered on the forehead, in a straight

line with the nose. The cap will be tilted slightly to the right, but in no

case will the side of the cap rest on the top of the ear. The cap will

be placed on the head in such a manner that the front and rear

vertical creases and the top edge of the crown form unbroken lines in

silhouette. The crown of the cap will not be crushed or shaped to

form peaks at the top front or rear of the cap.

4-15 GENERAL GUIDELINES:

1. General fitting instructions for these uniforms are provided in

chapter 4-5 of this handbook. These uniforms will be worn with the

shirt tucked into the trousers so that the shirt edge is aligned with the

front fly opening and the outside edge of the belt buckle forms a

straight ‘gig line’.

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4-16 GREEN SERVICE UNIFORM (Female):

1. Authorization for wear: The class A and B Army green

uniform are authorized for year-round wear by all female personnel.

The class A uniform with white blouse is an optional dress uniform for

all female personnel.

2. Composition:

a. The Army class A green uniform (See figure 4-11) is composed of

the Army green coat and slacks or skirt, an AG 415

short or long sleeve shirt and black neck tab.

b. The Army class B green uniform (See figure 4-12)

comprises of the Army green skirt or slacks, and an AG 415 short or

long sleeve shirt. If the long sleeve shirt is worn it will always be worn

with the black neck tab.

3. Classification: The Army green uniform can also be

classified as an optional dress uniform for all cadets when worn with

the skirt and a white shirt and black neck tab for social events after

retreat.

4-17 HEADGEAR:

1. Garrison Cap: (See figure 4-13) Will be worn by all cadets

with Class A and B uniforms, unless authorized to wear the

organizational beret (See figure 4-4).

2. Proper wear position: The garrison cap will be worn with the

front vertical crease of the cap centered on the forehead, with the

front lower portion of the cap approximately 1 inch above the

eyebrows (approximately the width of two fingers). The top of the cap

will be opened to cover the crown of the head. The bottom of the rear

vertical crease will fit snugly to the back of the head. Hair will not be

visible on the forehead below the front edge of the cap.

4-20 INSIGNIA OF GRADE AND “TORCH OF KNOWLEDGE

INSIGNIA FOR CADET ENLISTED PERSONNEL ON THE BDU’S:

1. Non-subdued pin-on insignia of grade for cadet enlisted

personnel: Each grade of insignia is polished brass and is identical to

the subdued insignia of grade (See figure 4-22).

2. For cadet enlisted personnel, they will wear one subdued

pin-on insignia of grade (See figure 4-22) and one subdued “Torch of

Knowledge” disk on the Battle Dress Uniform. Each of these items of

insignia has a dull flat black finish.

a. How worn:

(1) Non-subdued Insignia of grade will be worn in the

same manner as Cadet Officers on the Army green Class A jacket

(See figure 4-20).

(2) Subdued insignia of grade (See figure 4-23) will be

worn centered on the right collar of the Battle Dress Uniform with the

centerline of the insignia bisecting the points of the collar and the

bottom of the insignia positioned 1 inch up from the collar point. The

subdued “Torch of Knowledge” disk is worn in the manner as the

insignia of grade, but on the left collar (See figure 4-23).

1. As used in this paragraph the word “collar” refers to that part

of the coat or shirt around the neck, which forms a neckband and

turnover piece.

WEARING OF DECORATIONS AND BADGES

4-27: GENERAL:

1. This chapter covers the decorations and badges that are

authorized for wear on the Army uniforms.

2. Cadet Command Reg 672-5-1 provides the authorization

and qualifying criteria for decorations, ribbons, badges and awards

worn on the Army uniforms while in ROTC.

4-28: WEARING THE SERVICE RIBBONS:

1. Ribbons that are authorized and awarded while assigned

to the “Rocket Battalion” may be worn on the following uniforms:

a. Male and female cadets may wear their authorized

ribbons on the Army green coat and the AG 415 shits (long sleeve

and short sleeve).

b. How worn: Ribbons will be worn in order of precedence

from the wearers right to left in one or more rows either with no space

between rows or 1/8 inch space between rows. No more than 4

ribbons will be worn in any one row. A second row will not be started

unless the individual is authorized to wear four or more ribbons. The

determination of whether three or four ribbons are worn in each row

will be based on the size of the coat and the position of the lapel.

The first and second row will contain the same

number of ribbons (three or four) before

starting a third row. The third and succeeding

rows will contain the same or fewer ribbons

than the first two rows. The top row will be

centered on the row beneath or aligned to the

left whichever presents the best appearance

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CHAPTER 6

ARMY ROTC POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

6-1 OPEN DOOR POLICY:

The open door policy at The University of Toledo “Rocket

Battalion” is a means by which personnel may discuss complaints,

grievances, and suggestions with the Professor of Military Science

(PMS). Cadets are encouraged to use the normal chain of command

to the maximum extent possible. The PMS’s door is open anytime

that he is available. No appointment is necessary and personnel

desiring to avail themselves of this opportunity can report directly to

the PMS.

6-2 EQUAL OPPORTUNITY:

The Army’s Equal Opportunity Program is a commitment that

assures the human dignity and equal opportunity for all service

members and cadets. As such, it is “Rocket Battalion” policy to

conduct all activities in a manner that is free from discrimination and

provides equal opportunity and treatment to all personnel.

6-3 COUNSELING:

Counseling is the primary means of providing feedback about

job performance in the Army. Counseling is used daily by officers

and non-commissioned officers to recognize their subordinates for

good performance. Counseling is also used to redirect subordinates

when performance or behavior needs requires change or

improvement. Counseling is a very powerful leadership tool. A good

leader must learn how to conduct counseling in a way to motivate and

encourage subordinates. Counseling is a very interactive between

the counselor, who will normally be your instructor/advisor, and you.

To provide you with the experience necessary for you to become a

good counselor, all cadets will participate in at least two counseling

sessions with their cadre instructor per semester. Cadets are

encouraged to use these sessions to answer any questions and

express concerns.
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6-4 ALCOHOL AND DRUG USE/ABUSE:

The university and Army policies regarding alcohol and drug

/abuse are strictly enforced by the Army ROTC battalion. Under age

drinking is prohibited. No alcoholic beverages will be consumed in

the Army ROTC building without permission of the PMS and

university officials. Likewise, alcoholic beverages will not be

consumed at social functions without strict controls and permission of

the PMS and the university. Use of illegal substances is strictly

prohibited and forbidden by all battalion personnel.

6-5 SAFETY:

Safety is an individual and organizational responsibility.

Knowledge of correct procedures, considerations, and being alert for

all possible safety violations and hazards is everyone’s duty. If and

when you see an unsafe act, act quickly and decisively to either make

an on-the-spot correction or notify any ROTC cadre. The importance

of safety cannot be overstated.

6-6 OFFICE ADMINISTRATION:

1. Copy machine: Request permission from cadre and

administrative staff prior to use of the copy machine. The machine is

for “official” use only and not for college works of a routine nature.

2. Telephones: Office telephones may only be used by

cadets for on-campus calls. Off-campus calls require cadre

permission.

3. Cadet Library: The cadet library is for your use. However,

since there are no formal checkout procedures, promptly return books

and manuals when you are done with them. Since there is no library

staff, do not abuse the system, doing so will only serve to reduce

required materials and damage your reputation. The Operations

NCO is the custodian and manager of the library who can answer

your questions concerning study time in the library.

4. Computers: Cadets will only be allowed to use the

computers in the computer labs located in the MS IV classroom and

lxxv

the cadet library on the second floor. Any research needed can be

done on these computers. Cadets are prohibited from saving

documents on the hard drives of theses computers, as it takes up

space on the hard drives. Cadets will provide their own disks or CDs

for any work saved.

6-7 CADET RECORDS:

For each cadet enrolled in ROTC, a Military personnel

Records Jacket (DA Form 201); and ROTC Cadet Record (TRADOC-

476) is prepared and maintained on file in the cadet records section.

It is imperative that each cadet ensure that the information contained

in these records is up to date and accurate. This includes Name,

address, telephone number, graduation date, marital status, and

physical condition. Additionally, from time to time certain other

information and documents are required as part of the counseling

process to ensure academic progression. On such occasions, cadets

will be notified either directly or through cadre advisors and

subsequently will be expected to comply with any and all actions

needed in a prompt manner.

6-8 SUPPLY:

1. The “Rocket Battalion” supply room is located in room 133.

All clothing and equipment issued from the supply room must be

signed for by all cadets drawing the item(s). Such persons will be

held responsible for proper use, care and return of the equipment and

supplies in a satisfactory condition. Cost of all items damaged, or not

returned to supply will be paid for by the cadet responsible. Cadets

failing to do so will have a hold placed on the university transcripts

and a lien for payment forwarded to the Internal Revenue Service.

2. Authorized issues are the following:

a. Basic Course: Non-contract Basic Course students are

authorized and issued one complete BDU uniform with Field Jacket,

gloves, BDU cap and boots, along with a complete Army Physical

Fitness uniform if they attend PT sessions, lab and the FTX.

Additional clothing and equipment may be issued upon approval of

the PMS.
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b. Advanced Course and Scholarship Basic Course

cadets: Cadets are authorized and issued one complete set of Class

A uniforms, two complete sets of BDUs, Field Jacket, and all

necessary ribbons, badges, hats. etc… two pair of boots, and one

pair of dress shoes.

6-9 CADET PAY:

1. A non-taxable subsistence stipend is authorized for fully

enrolled contract cadets at the rate of:

$200.00 – MS I’s

$250.00 – MS II’s

$300.00 – MS III’s

$350.00 – MS IV’s

for a total of up to 10 months per academic year. Cadets are also

authorized taxable pay of $20 a day during attendance to the Leaders

Training Course at Ft Knox, Ky, and the Nat’l Advanced Leaders

Course at Ft Lewis, Wa..

2. Cadet pay is directly deposited into each cadet’s bank

account. Cadets will receive a Leave and Earning Statement

(LES)/pay statement each month they receive pay.

CHAPTER 7

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

7-1 DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES:

1. Spot Reports: Spot reports are used to report or recognize

either outstanding or below standard performance of individual

cadets. These reports may be initiated by any cadre member, or by

MS IV cadets reporting performance of MS I, II, or III cadets. The

spot report will be routed through the appropriate chain of command

to the Commandant of Cadets for filing in the cadet’s record folder.

2. Warning Letters: Warning Letters will be issued to all

cadets failing to meet any of the minimum academic standards

prescribed in chapter 2-5. The purpose of these letters will be to

inform cadets of their substandard performance, prescribed

necessary corrective actions, and warn cadets of the consequences

of continued substandard levels of performance. Normally, letters will

be signed by the cadet’s appropriate year group advisor and a copy

will be placed in the cadet’s permanent file.

3. Probation: Contract students who receive warning letters

and fail to either correct the deficiency(ies) or make satisfactory

progress toward meeting the minimum standards as prescribed in

chapter 2-5 may be placed on probation by the PMS. A probationary

letter will be provided to the student and placed in the cadet’s file.

Students on probation are prohibited from participation in any ROTC

extra-curricular activities and organizations and are candidates for

disenrollment from the ROTC program if the probationary condition is

not corrected within the period of time designated by the PMS.

4. Disenrollment: Contract students failing to meet the

standards described in chapter 2 will be candidates for disenrollment

from the ROTC program. Normally, cadets will be given a warning

letter and a period of time (possibly on probation) to correct

deficiencies. However, if deficiencies are of a serious nature, the

PMS retains the authority to disenroll cadets without warning when

adequately justified. Disenrolled students are prohibited from

participation in any and all ROTC related activities and organizations
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and in special cases, a board of officers will be convened to make

recommendations regarding future military obligations or pay back

stipulations. Cadet Command will then act upon these

recommendations.

5. Cadet Evaluation Boards: A Cadet Evaluation Board will

be convened at the direction of the PMS for the purpose of evaluating

cadets who fail to meet any of the minimum ROTC standards

discussed in this cadet guide. The board will be comprised of the

PMS and a minimum of two additional cadre officers and noncommissioned

officers designated and deemed appropriate by the

PMS. The Cadet Evaluation Board will have the authority to

recommend that a cadet be disenrolled from the program, be placed

on probation for a period of time, or be retained. Final authority on

the Cadet Evaluation Board actions will reside with the PMS.

6. Officer Boards: An Officer Board will be convened at the

direction of the PMS for all disenrollment actions where the final

approval authority resides at levels higher that the PMS. Examples of

such cases would include disenrollment for reasons of willful evasion,

misconduct, and other similar situations. The Board will be formal in

nature and conducted IAW AR 145-1 and AR 15-6. Findings and

recommendations will be forwarded through the PMS to higher

headquarters for final disposition.

7. Order of Merit: Order of merit lists are constructed on

several occasions during the cadet’s training period in ROTC. These

lists are used to help make determinations for DMS, DMG, awards,

promotions, branching, and various other matters. Generally, there

are two types of merit lists. One is a quarterly; it is based solely upon

academic standing within the cadet’s Military Science class. The

second type is a cumulative list based upon the cadet’s total ROTC

performance record to date. For this, cumulative ROTC GPA,

University GPA, Camp performances, and extra-curricular activities

are weighed to determine a cadet’s standing among his/her peers.

8. Officer Branch Selection: Following the completion of the

Nat’l Advanced Leaders Course, cadets will be required to make their

initial branch selections. Each cadet will select, in order or

precedence, their choice of which they would like to be branched
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upon commissioning. These preferences will then be forwarded to

higher headquarters for a final determination regarding each cadet’s

branch assignment. Final branch assignment will be made based

upon the needs of the Army, the qualifications of each cadet, and the

desires of each cadet. In most cases, final branch assignment will be

in one of the four branches of preference and presentation of the

branch will be made at the Branching Ceremony conducted during

the spring semester. A list of the various branches follows:

9. Commission: Commissioning is both the final goal of the

ROTC cadet and the stepping-stone toward future opportunity. To

commemorate this event, a ceremony will be held at the time of

commissioning, to both administer the oath of office and to pin on the

coveted gold bars. The following is a reprint of the oath of office. It is

a solemn commitment that binds all officers:

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OATH OF OFFICE “I (Full name), having been appointed an officer in the Army of the

United States in the grade of Second Lieutenant, do solemnly swear

(or affirm) that I will support and defend the Constitution of the United

States against all enemies foreign and domestic; that I bear true faith

and allegiance to the same; that I take this obligation freely, without

any mental reservation or purpose of evasion; and that I will, well and

faithfully discharge the duties of the office upon which I am about to

enter, so help me God.”

9. Beyond ROTC: Following the completion of Army ROTC,

there are many different courses of action that can be followed

depending upon each individual situation. However, the first priority

of any officer should and must be the completion of his/her Officer

Basic Course. This course is unique to each branch and should be

attended as soon as possible following commissioning. Once this is

accomplished, an officer can expect to follow a somewhat standard

career progression pattern. The course is taught at the branch

school headquarters, and can last from 10 weeks to 18 months.

Following OBC, it is likely that a Second Lieutenant will attend a

follow specialty school to prepare him/ her for the first assignment.

This might be a course on a particular weapon system or branch skill.

Other schools such as Airborne, Ranger, or Air Assault may also be

available at this time. It is important to make the most of schooling

opportunities as they are all designed to better prepare each officer

for his/her assignment. Following the completion of the initial branch

and specialty schooling, a Second Lieutenant will be sent to his/her

first assignment. The first assignment is a result of three things: the

needs of the Army, officer qualifications, and officer desires. Both by

directly contacting the assigned branch and by keeping an updated

assignment preferences statement on file at the branch, an officer

can directly influence his/her place of assignment. The first

assignment is the real starting point of an officer’s career and in many

cases, can be a big factor in any and all future successes. The key is

to be prepared. You should make the most of your time in ROTC, the

training while here, and other opportunities. The case an officer who

does so, will be ready to lead and make the most of the Army

experience.
